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The Halberstadt CL.IV was a German ground attaaiaiit of
World War 1.
Design and development

Karl Thies, chief designer of the Halberstadter
Flugzeugwerke, G.m.b.H., designed the CL.IV asgpdacement
for the CL.II. As the CL.II had proven to be pautiarly effective
in the ground support role, the focus of an imptbversion was
to create a specific ground attack aircraft.

The new CL.IV featured a shorter, strengthenedlage and
a horizontal stabilizer of greater span and higisprect ratio than
that of the CL.1l. These changes, along with a pieee, horn-
balanced elevator, gave the CL.IV much greater mnagrability
than its predecessor. After tests were completedeoprototype
in April 1918, at least 450 were ordered from Hadbedt, and an
additional 250 aircraft from a subcontractor, LAR®land).
Operational history

The Halberstadt CL.IV was one of the most effectivound
attack aircraft of World War 1, relying on its good
maneuverability to avoid ground fire. It appearadtme Western
Front towards the end of the German offensive 981 Flights
of four to six aircraft flew close support missipasan altitude of
less than one hundred feet, suppressing enemytiynfand
artillery fire just ahead of the advancing Germamops. After
these late German offensives stalled, Halberstadi/8 were
used to disrupt advancing Allied offensives bykstg at enemy
troop assembly points and night sorties were aladeragainst
Allied airfields.

Towards the end of the war, on bright, moonlithisg
CL.IV squadrons attempted to intercept and desibgd
bombers as they returned from their missions.

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Understanding Deans Connectors

As | continue to discover more and more abountlysteries
of electric flight, I'm never surprised when somaththat |
initially think is a big problem turns out to hasesimple solution
once | understand the nuts and bolts about itik&lto share one
of my latest learning’s that supports this truth.

I've always been very mechanical and understood
mechanical things. | also have always had a grealtaf
confidence about using tools and getting the feettfem very
quickly in order to make them work for me. Thatrzpsaid, |
found myself getting a little rattled just using@dering gun as |
was putting together the “system” on my first eleepower
project. After purchasing the motor, speed corgrokind battery,
| eagerly started to string things together.

| started by soldering the bullet connectors tttiree wires
coming off the motor. | spoke with Matt at the P®ipop and he
instructed me to fill the pocket of the bullet centor with molten
solder, then plunge the wire in, holding it untiétsolder cooled.
The first obstacle | had here was that | simplyntiiave enough
hands to hold the clamp while trying to melt solafeo the bullet
connector. | overcame this by wrapping a rubbedkamound
the handle of a pair of needle nose pliers. | \was @ble to
position the bullet connector with no problem fesambly to the
wire. | also quickly realized | had to slide theisk tubing as far
up the wire as possible before putting the bulbetnector on.
There is enough heat transmitted an inch or stv@pvire to
shrink the shrink tube.

Now it was time to solder the Deans-style conneatdo the
battery leads and the speed controller. One mayuH didn’t
have the foggiest idea what a Deans ConnectorMN@s, here |
am buying them at the Prop Shop and trying tohgart into my
power system.

| read the instructions on the back of the poeit the
connector set came in, and the instructions toldanm (pre-
apply solder) to the wires and connectors thenhdhbe two
together, add a little heat and you should haveal dpond, ready
for shrink tubing right? Wrong! By the time | walslato melt the
solder on the connector, the tab had melted th&dmibf the
connector, allowing the tab to move out of positiatso, it
seemed like an extended period of time before dldes would
cool enough for handling due to heat being retaingte
connector body. | also found that the bond betwkerwire and
the tab was not very strong and was easily pulieel. f

After a long frustrating struggle, | was succebaflgetting
one set of connectors soldered in place. Howevieenw tried to
plug the two connectors together, the tabs weffarsout of
alignment due to the melting of the outside shk#y simply
would not go together. After ruining three or fqairs of
connectors, | finally stumbled upon a solution.

| found if | first plugged a set of connectorseatiger and
afterward started the tinning/soldering proce$smd much better
success at a well aligned connector. | also ndtatdthe solder
joint seemed to cool quickly along with the talgafnhent
remaining intact and showing great bond to the wit@ving the
connector plugged together also gave me enougtrialate hold
in a vise for soldering. A couple of other obseiaas | want to
point out that seem to make sense to me after ghinoggh the
process of assembly are as follows:

« Lightly sand the tab where you intend to soldgring the
material an opportunity for “tooth.”

* Always assemble the female portion of the cormetct the
battery side. By doing this, you won't be as likedyinadvertently
short out your battery because the terminals arexymosed.

» Maintain a standard for your connectors for pesiversus
negative. Doing this, you'll finally have flexibili for switching
between batteries and speed controllers. TypicBikgns
Connectors recommend the wide end be utilizedepadisitive
side.

* Have an extra set of connectors available tretiaed only for
the assembly process. This way you won't powethegpspeed
controller when doing assembly. Also, if you ddiné a set only
for assembly, be sure to put the shrink tube dvereposed
terminals to minimize the risk of a short. ¢ Useirshtube over
your solder joints. Shrink tubes serve two purpoB@st and
foremost, it acts as an insulator, minimizing tioéeptial for a
short. Second, it adds strength to the wire jubtrizethe solder
joint reducing the opportunity for wire fatigue.

Good luck and don't let the electrics scare youe been
finding that when | first started getting involvedth electrics, the
amount of confusing information was intimidatingzdrning and
understanding a piece at a time starts to add igklgumaking
the process manageable.

Hopefully I've been successful giving you a tiath
will help you in your own building.
