Show & Tell: 

·  Tim Mihalski showed us an electric Chipmunk.  He 
was having an issue with how to attach the prop 
drive shaft to the electric brushless motor with gear 
reduction. 

·  Frank Donnelly showed us his Great Planes electric 
Cub that he built in 2000.  The original model had a 
brushed motor and large battery pack.  The original 
configuration was hard to fly and he had 
intermittent radio interference that he finally 
attributed to a bad cell in the battery.  He put the 
plane away as was going to scrap it when he 
decided to bring it back the life.  The model now 
has a new brushless Rim-Fire engine and Li-po 
battery.  Using the new technology he was able to 
cut the weight of the plane by one and a quarter 
pounds. 

·  Chet Thayer showed us his new E-Fight CAP 232.  
This is the same as the one that he has flown many 
times before down at the field but this one is brand 
spanking new (no broken fuselage).  His first flight 
was successful and he was able to make a perfect 
landing into a strong breeze. 

·  Kim Brown brought in a model of a Lockheed 
Electra most likely from the late forty’s.  Kim had 
no information on the model except that a friend 
picked it up for him at a flea market.  The plane 
was minus the horizontal stabilizer and vertical 
stabilizers but the rest of the plane was in good 
condition.  The model was entirely made from 
balsa.  It had working elevators, landing gear and 
remnants of the rubber band propulsion systems.  It 
also had the remnants of a hand carved three bladed 
prop on one of the engines.

Anyone notice the faux pas concerning the Mystery 
Aircraft? Seems I did the same aircraft once before… oh 
well c'est la vie… 

91.html The Italian G.91 was declared winner of a NATO-
competition for a lightweight strike aircraft, but of course 
most NATO members had second thoughts after their own 
aircraft had lost the competition, and the G.91 was used only 
by Germany and Italy. It is a small swept-wing subsonic 
aircraft, similar in appearance to the F-86K. 450 were built, 
the majority of them in Germany. The G.91Y was a twin-
engined development, a change that demanded a virtually 
complete redesign. The G.91Y was less successful, because 
the basic concept was outmoded at the time. 67 built.  

The Aeritalia G.91, also known as the Fiat G.91 and 
nicknamed Gina, was an Italian fighter aircraft that was 
intended to serve as standard equipment for NATO air forces 
in the 1960s. It was eventually only adopted by three - the 
Italian Air Force, West Germany's Luftwaffe, and the 
Portuguese Air Force but enjoyed a long service life that 
extended over 35 years.

In 1953, European aircraft manufacturers were invited 

by NATO to submit aircraft for evaluation for the "Light 
Weight Strike Fighter" (LWSF) role. The G.91 was designed 
by the famous Italian engineer Giuseppe Gabrielli, hence the 
initial of the designation. 

The aircraft first flew in August 1956 and the 
competing designs were evaluated in 1957. Besides the 
G.91, these included the Northrop N156, Dassault Etendard 
IV, Sud-Est Baroudeur, Aerfer Ariete and Breguet Taon. 
Despite the G.91's impressive performance in trials, the 
French government preferred to pursue development of the 
locally-designed Etendard, and the British government 
ignored the competition to concentrate on Hawker Hunter 
production for the same role. In fairness, it should also be 
pointed out that the Italian government also ordered the G.91 
for the Italian Air Force before the results of the competition 
were known. These pre-production machines would later go 
on to serve for many years with the Italian aerobatic team, 
the Frecce Tricolori.  

The first G.91's entered service in 1958. Aeritalia built 
174 G.91's for Italy, plus 144 for Germany (including 50 that 
had been ordered and then cancelled by Greece and Turkey). 
Another 294 were built in Germany by Flugzeug-Union Süd 
(a consortium of Messerschmitt, Heinkel, and Dornier). 
These were the first jet combat aircraft built in Germany 
since the Second World War. The type was also considered 
by Austria, Norway, Switzerland, and even the United States 
Army, which briefly evaluated the type as a possible  
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Forward Air Control (FAC) aircraft before relinquishing all 
fixed-wing aircraft operations to the USAF. From 1961, 
Portugal began to purchase the G.91 to deploy to her former 
African colonies of Mozambique, Guinea-Bissau, and 
Angola in the close-support role. The first 40 were 
purchased second-hand from the Luftwaffe out of the 
aircraft that had originally been produced for Greece and 
which differed from the rest of the Luftwaffe G.91s 
sufficiently to create maintenance problems. The aircraft 
replaced the F-86 Sabres, which were withdrawn following 
US protests over the use of these aircraft that had originally 
been supplied for defensive purposes. Portuguese G.91s 
continued in this role until the withdrawal from Africa in 
1975. Portugal finally phased out the last of her G.91s in 
1993, and Italy in 1995.  
An additional 67 aircraft built by Aeritalia were significantly 
uprated from earlier versions. These aircraft, designated 
G.91Y replaced the original Bristol-Siddeley Orpheus 
engine with two General Electric J85 units. The G.91Y first 
flew in 1966 and displayed a vast improvement in speed, 
range, payload, and maneuverability. It increased maximum 
speed to 600 kt (1,110 km/h, Mach 0.91). The machine guns 
were replaced by a pair of DEFA 552 30mm cannon with 
125 rounds per gun.

Tips and Tricks 
Model Doctor #3 
Some two liter soda bottles have a black plastic 
reinforcement on the bottom of the bottle. This 
reinforcement piece makes an excellent radial engine 
cowling for your next project. 

Model Doctor #10 
If you are having trouble with your 
engine back firing and kicking off the 
propeller or spinner, try cutting a washer 
out of emery cloth. Put this emery cloth 
washer behind the propeller or spinner 
back plate, and tighten the propeller nut 

normally. This solves the problem even for cantankerous 
four-cycle engines. 
Model Doctor #15 
Given how expensive engines are now days, some 
preventative maintenance is a must. The easiest way to avoid 
buying expensive ball bearings is prevent ruining the ones 
that came with the engine. At the end of the flying day, run 
the engine up to operating temperature, then disconnect the 
fuel line in order to run the engine completely out of fuel. 
Remove the glow plug and dump after run oil into the carb 
until turning the engine over (with a starter) sprays the after 
run out the glow plug hole. This usually takes two or three 
good streams of oil into the carb. I use Marvel Mystery Oil 
as an after run oil. It works as well as the Prather After Run 
Oil and at $2.00 a pint, it's a lot less expensive. Isn't it 
strange how both oils are identical in appearance?

NEW LIFE TO OLD WIRE LANDING GEAR  
Did you ever have a problem where your wire landing gear 
seems to get weaker and weaker? A possible solution is to 
remove the gear from the airframe and remove all the 
hardware from the gear wire (i.e. - the wheels, collars, pants, 
etc). Preheat your kitchen oven to 450 F degrees. Place the 
wire on a cookie sheet in the oven for one hour. Turn off the 
oven and toss the wire into cold water to cool it off quickly. 
What you have just done is to re-temper the music wire and 
you should have put new life into that old gear. Note that 
soldered joints should not be harmed as solder doesn't melt 
until about 700 F degrees 
GOOD CLEANER  
Here is a concoction I came up with. In an empty spray 
bottle, add a tablespoon of dish washing detergent, then fill 
the bottle half way with regular rubbing alcohol, and top off 
with hot water. I have found this to work really well for 
cleaning the oil off of the wings and fuse after a day’s worth 
of flying. Strong cleaner but will not hurt the covering or 
take the colors off! 
MIXING EPOXY  
When mixing epoxy use an old coffee can lid, after the 
epoxy hardens just flex the lid and the epoxy will pop off.
