Deflected Slipstream

 The propeller slipstream is deflected 90° dowrdmaith
trailing flaps which form a “bucket”

 The deflected propeller thrust is used for lift

SINCE 1936

The Ryan VZ-3RY is the only deflected-slipstreamtiaift
intended for total VTOL capability ever to haveiie. The
VZ-3RY project began in 1957 when the U.S. Army
contracted with the Ryan Aeronautical Company teettep
and build a flying “test-bed” with V/STOL capabilit
Development proceeded under the auspices of betDtfice
of Naval Research (ONR) and the Army Transportation
Research and Engineering Command (TRECOM). The basi
layout of the original machine with dimensions agusen
Figure 9 below.

Wind Tunnel Evaluations.

The airplane featured a short wingspan with larfgerd
double-slotted flaps, and was powered by a singt®ining
T-53 shaft turbine rated at 825 horsepower. Endasé¢he
fuselage, the engine drove the opposite rotatirig twooden
propellers by means of external shafting and ggafmop
rotation opposed the natural rotation of tip varticEach prop
was 9 feet 2 inches in diameter.

Ryan 92 VZ-3 Vertiplane

» Powered by a 1,000 hp Lycoming T53-L-1 turboskafiine
» One metal three-bladed Harzell propeller on esadé
* Propellers were ahead and below wing so the mexdislip-
stream flowed directly into the bucket formed byeexied
double flaps and deflected downwards for lift
» Differential propeller pitch was used for rollrdool
» Engine exhaust at tail was used for pitch and gamtrol
until tail surfaces could be effective
 Engines failed to provide sufficient thrust tovkeo without a
headwind

A simple way to route servo

wires
A method for fishing servo wires through
wings, especially ribbed wings, is to go to
the hardware store and get about three feet
of the smallest beaded chain you can find. You krtbe stuff
like on the pull chain of your ceiling fan, only alier. Drop
this chain in your servo bay, and rock the wingkoaied forth.
The chain will find its way down like water. Ties&ring or
your wire to it, and pull it right through.
Instant Gap Filler
To fill small gaps, instead of filling with the uslyputties etc.

then place a small amount of baking soda on andhnitet
before your eyes.

If you have a battgrgck that is
more than 3 years old you should be keeping a dbsek on
it by cycling every month. If it is 5 years old oider you
should replace it and be sure to properly dispdskeeoold
cells. So - how do we tell the age of our battérig®st
Futaba battery packs and individual Sanyo battelg ¢which
most OEM radio manufactures use) have a 2 lettier czde
stamped somewhere on the pack or cell. The fittgrlef the
code is the year of manufacture and the secorat lstthe
month of manufacture. 1996 = "A", 1997 = "B", 1998C",
1999 ="D", 2000 ="E", etc..... January = "A", Febry =
"B", March ="C", etc...... So - if you have a battanypack
with a date code of "CB" it was manufactured in ey of
1998 - probably still OK but keep a close checktomhe
pack in my 8UAF transmitter was "ZF" or June of 339 |
replaced it. | found one pack with a date codeVd€" which
translates to 1992 - replace that one without durest

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Safety Report
by John O. Gardiner, Jr., Safety Officer

As the newly elected Safety Office for the Firsut8tRC
Club, I would like to present a safety article eautnth that
will enhance each of us to maintain and fly our siedafely.
The following ten safety tips were taken off “SiyyiRC”
blog. Enjoy.

1. No flying overhead.

2. Avoid flying over any spectators.

3. Before executing a low pass or low flying stunt,
always check that the path is cleared of otherdlye
or park users.

4. Always fly within the perimeter defined by the

boundary of the park, never over highway or roads.
5. Always sound our (“Landing”) to alert others before

coming in for landing. Always sound out (“Man on

Runway”) before going onto the runway while other

are flying.

6. To avoid mid air collisions when flying as a group,
always make your intentions clear and fly in thenea
direction as others.

7. Ensure frequency is cleared before turning on your

radio, this is especially so when someone else is
already flying.
8. Do not hog the runway.
9. Avoid flying alone at the field, accidents do happe
your flight buddy could well save your life during
such emergency.
Remember your model is not a toy but a piece of
potentially lethal machinery, never compromise
safety of human life, crash your model to abogtti
if need be.
