Show and Tells (see photos elsewhere in this issue) 
Hank Rome showed us his scratch built C-130 Hercules.  The 
model is fully assembled and it is ready to cover/paint and 
adjust servos.  It has four .45 glow engines that are mounted 
underneath fiberglass cowls.  It also include retracts for the 
nose and main gear.  Hank has been working on the model for 
nearly four years and expects it will be a while before it is 
completed.  As he pointed out is has been a “labor or love”.  
The plane currently weighs about 10 pounds.  Hank is also 
considering going to electric power.  
Frank Donnelly brought in his e-flite Duces Wild twin.  He 
purchased this plane for $325 from a friend with servos and 
retracts.  Frank has installed three batteries in the plane.  There 
is a 6 volt NiMh battery for the receiver and servos and a two 
3700 MA LIPOs, one for each engine.  The model also 
contains an air-up, spring down set of retracts.  The air system 
maintains a 60 lbs/sq. in. pressure.  Additionally, the nose gear 
requires its own servo because it uses a push-pull like 
arrangement to operate.  This allows for better control when 
retracting the nose gear.  Frank hopes to fly it for the first time 
as soon as there is a good flying day.   
Joe Berry showed us his refurbished Four Star 40.  This plane 
is a combination of a kit, ARF and scratch build.  The plane is 
made from parts of two planes that collided in midair (during a 
formation flying demonstration by Joe and Ron Becker).  Parts 
of the current fuselage are actually built from scratch from 
plans from a Four Star 40 kit that Joe purchased.  The end 
result is a very nice plane.  Also, anyone interested in a Four 
Star 40 kit can buy it for $95.

 The Albatros C.VII was a German military 
reconnaissance aircraft which saw service during World War 
I. It was a revised and re-engined development of the C.V that 
had proved disappointing in service. 
 The C.VII dispensed with the earlier type's unreliable 
Mercedes D.IV and also with the fixes that had been made to 
accommodate that powerplant, returning to the original 
C.V/16 design. Refinements were also made to the control 
surfaces, the overall effect being an aircraft of excellent 
handling qualities, and which soon made up the bulk of 
German reconnaissance aircraft, with some 350 in service at 
any one time.
