Nakajima B5N (Kate)

The Nakajima B5N Kate was the world's best catresed
torpedo dive-bomber in 1941.

By 1941, the B5N series of torpedo bombers were
considered the best of their type anywhere in thedv The
system was initially designed from 1935 onwards aad in
full operational use at the outbreak of the Sedtudld War.

The B5N (dubbed "Kate" by the Allies), was crewsd b
two - a pilot and a rear gunner. The system wéedfitvith a
Nakajima-produced Sakae 1,000hp powerplant (theagler
models were seen with the Nakajima Hikari radidu,
aircraft could reach a top speed of 235 miles peirh
Surprisingly, the system was only fitted with agéen7.7mm
Type 92 machine gun in a trainable mount at reayod
that, the armament consisted of a single 1,764}eto or
bombload equivalent.

Nevertheless, the system was quick to earn thecesp
the Allies. B5N Kate's were part of the attack pahtat
surprised the US Navy positions at Pearl Harbdectfely
forcing the United States into the war. At least BEN
Kate’s took part in that assault and a further nemiould
later be responsible for the sinking of many othiied
vessels in the Pacific - most notably the USS Hpld8S
Lexington and the USS Yorktown.

Once the Allied aircrews began to match up agahesB5Ns
however, the systems weak defensive and offensive
armaments quickly led to its undoing. Beyond thgoma
engagements throughout the Philippine Islands ##1¢he
system would be phased down and relegated to lipti-s

reconnaissance and maritime patrol duty througlettteof
the war.

At least 1,149 B5Ns were reported to have been
produced in a BSN1 and B5N2 form. Despite the fdtisses
in the war, the B5N series, at least in the eaglyry of the
war, proved to be one of the best aircraft desigoetbrpedo
bombing duty of the war.
