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The Bellanca Cruisair Senior was a post-World War |
general aviation aircraft with outstanding perfontaon
relatively low engine power and a very modest pias
appealed to private pilots.

only about 600 were produced, because of the past-w
depression in private aircraft sales, the airoeftains
popular today with the private pilots looking foclassic
cabin monoplane.

The Cruisair Senior had a good solid reputation of
aeronautical excellence already established bydappis
Bellanca. It began in 1922 with the Bellanca Carclosed
cabin monoplane that won several races but found no
market. In 1927 Clarence Chamberlain, Charles lesgind
Bert Acost flew the Bellanca monoplane Columbia-stop
from New York to Germany in June 1927, one montéraf
Lindbergh's solo flight.

In 1936, Bellanca decided to turn his attention to
smaller aircraft for the personal travel.

Thedel 14-
12 was redesignated the model 14-13 in 1945 andatittly
included the newly developed 150 hp Franklin 6AQ-E3
engine that gave the Cruisair Sr. a remarkableerspeed
of 150 mph. It first flew in late 1945 and was oidilly
shown in the fall of 1946 at the National Aircr&ttow in
Cleveland, Ohio, where it was enthusiastically ez
Bellanca booked quite a few orders and also budtge
number of Cruisairs on speculation to meet thegeed
post-war boom, and although yearly sales did natme
expectations, Bellanca continued in the market 4861.
The Bellanca 14-13-2, which was an updated 1443, f
flew in 1948. It was a four-place low-wing cabin moplane
with a conventional tail wheel landing gear andaetable
main gear. The tail configuration had fixed vertitas at
the tips of the horizontal stabilizer in additianthe
conventional centreline mounted fin and rudder
combination, a distinguishing characteristic fds ttlass of
airplane in that era. The fuselage and tail undsew
constructed of welded steel tubing and were fatwiered.
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The wings, famous for their structural rigidity, weof
wood construction, covered with mahogany plywoatdi a
finally covered with plastic-impregnated fabric.€Tailerons
and flaps were fabric covered. The cabin interias\wlush
with overhead radio speaker, map and glove comesatisn
ashtrays, assist ropes, landing lights etc. Itdnatbulded
Plexiglas windshield, the cabin walls were linedhathin
Fiberglas sheet, and the upholstery was mohaiicfabr
trimmed in leather. The instrument panel was cotivaal
with dual-wheel yokes and rudder pedals. The lapdizar
was manually retracted with 32 to 38 turns of whas
jokingly called the "armstrong type" floor-mountenk,
although an optional electric drive was availalle$325. It
had toe operated hydraulic brakes and a full-sivigel
steerable tail wheel. The 150 hp Franklin engirstaiitation
included a 12-volt generator and battery systenglectric
engine starter and an exhaust gas cabin heatensy$he
airplane came equipped with a fixed pitch Sensewiobd
propeller or, as an extra cost option, a contrédigiitch
Aeromatic propeller could be substituted. The Criuis
immediate successor, delivered in 1949, was thenp90
Bellanca 14-19 Cruisemaster.

Production ceased in 1951 but the type certificate
passed to Northern Aircraft Inc. in 1956. Northana
subsequent companies, some using the Bellanca name,
continued to build various Bellanca aircraft inbe t1990s.
