TheAvro Anson is a British twin-engine, multi-role
aircraft that served with the Royal Air Force, Ela@ Arm
and numerous other air forces prior to, during, after the
Second World War. Named for British Admiral George
Anson, it was originally designed for maritime
reconnaissance, but was soon rendered obsoldtatirole.
However, it was rescued from obscurity by its <iility as a
multi-engine air crew trainer, becoming the maipsithe
British Commonwealth Air Training Plan. By the eoid
production in 1952, the Anson spanned nine variantsa
total of 8,138 were built in Britain by Avro. Froh®41, a
further 2,882 were built by Canadian Federal Aiftckéd.

Design and development

The Anson was derived from the commercial six-seat
652 and the militarized version, which first flew 84 March
1935, was built to Air Ministry Specification 18/36 was the
first RAF monoplane with a retractable undercaeiagvro
allotted the type number 652A to the Anson. Th&t fir
production run resulted in 1Anson Mk | aircraft for service
with Coastal Command. No. 48 Squadron RAF wasithetb
be equipped in March 1936.

A distinctive feature of the Anson | was its lamgligear
retraction mechanism which required no less thantizhs of
the hand crank by the pilot. To forgo this labosquocess,
early model Ansons often made short flights with ldinding
gear extended at the expense of 30 mph (50 km/itruade
speed.

A total of 11,020 Ansons were built by the end of
production in 1952, making it the second-most-nwusr
(after the Vickers Wellington) British multi-engirgércraft of
the war.

Operational history

At the start of the Second World War, there wese 2
RAF squadrons operating the Anson I: 10 with Cdasta
Command and 16 with Bomber Command. However, tsy thi
time, the Anson was obsolete in the roles of bolaind
coastal patrol and was being superseded by thetfonts
Whitworth Whitley and Lockheed Hudson.

Limited numbers of Ansons continued to serve in
operational roles such as coastal patrols andeairisscue.
Early in the war, an Anson scored a probable hia @erman
U-boat. In June 1940, a flight of three Ansons aitacked by
nine LuftwaffeMesserschmitt Bf 109s. Remarkably, the
Ansons downed two German aircraft "and damagirgrd t
before the 'dogfight' ended", without losing anytredir own
The aircraft's true role, however, was to traimgilfor flying
multi-engine bombers such as the Avro Lancasteg. Aitison
was also used to train the other members of a bdsndie
crew, such as navigators, wireless operators, tembrs and
air gunners. Postwar, the Anson continued in thigitrg role
and light transport roles. The last Ansons werd&dvawn
from RAF service with communications units on 2&elu
1968.

The Royal Australian Air Force operated 1,028 Arsso
mainly Mk Is, until 1955. The Royal Canadian AirrEe and
Royal Canadian Navy operated Ansons until 1952. The
USAAF employed 50 Canadian-built Ansons, designated
the AT-20.

The Royal New Zealand Air Force operated 23 Ansons
as navigation trainers in the Second World Wagr(@side the
more numerous Airspeed Oxford), and acquired marsoAs
as communication aircraft immediately after the \war
preserved navigation trainer is in the Royal NewalZed Air
Force Museum at Wigram.

The Egyptian Air Force operated Ansons in
communications and VIP duties. A specially outéittenson
was gifted to the then King by the Royal Air For¢be Royal
Afghan Air Force obtained 13 Anson 18 aircraft ¥arious
duties from 1948.

After the war, Ansons continued in production byré
at Woodford for civilian use as light transportsdmall
charter airlines and as executive aircraft for sidal and
other companies. Countries which saw civilian opjens with
Ansons included Great Britain, Canada, Australid an
Denmark.

Railway Air Services operated Ansons on scheduled
services from London's Croydon Airport via Mancleesb
Belfast (Nutts Corner) during 1946-1947. Sivewriglitways
operated three Avro XIX aircraft from their Manctess
Airport base on charter flights as far as Johanmgsand on
scheduled flights to Ronaldsway Airport in the IsfeMan
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until 1951. Finglands Airways operated an ex-RAFS@&m |
on inclusive tour flights and on scheduled fligtusNewquay
Airport until 1952,

India ordered twelve new Anson 18Cs in 1948 far loig
the Directorate of Civil Aviation as trainers and
communications aircraft, and these were delivereohf
Woodford in spring 1949.

Avro Ansons continued to be used by the RAF inrtie
of Station Communications Aircraft, well into theaDs.
